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I. Call to order
 Kevin Mahaney, President, called the meeting to order at 12:45 p.m.
Nestle-Purina, the 2010 AVAP Conference corporate sponsor, was recognized for its $5,000
level of support.

II. Minutes
Action:  The 2009 annual meeting minutes were approved as presented (Berger/Legato).

III. Treasurer’s Report
Kevin Doerr, Treasurer, presented the budget report.  Discussion included that the Nestle-Purina sponsorship was reduced to $5,000 from the previous year’s $10,000 sponsorship.

IV. Old Business
Non-profit status
 Kevin Doerr proposed that we proceed with AVAP’s filing for 501(c)(3)status under the ‘umbrella’ of the AAVMC, incorporating in Washington, DC, which would also provide us with a contact officer via AAVMC.  He further proposed that we contract with Mari Doerr to prepare and submit the filing paperwork for a fee of $500.  The estimated total cost, including filing fees to the IRS, will be approximately $1,500.  The Executive Committee recommended that AVAP proceed as soon as funds are available in the budget.  It was further noted that the AVAP Treasurer will do the required annual filing with the IRS.

V. New Business:
AVAP Bylaws – Article III: membership eligibility.
Claire Eldridge, Secretary, proposed an amendment to clarify that membership in AVAP is open to colleges of veterinary medicine holding institutional membership in AAVMA, including affiliate member schools (non-AVMA accredited veterinary schools).  The proposed amendment included a statement on voting privileges and special memberships. The bylaws
will be posted on the AVAP website.  Motion to approve with restatement passed (Weber/Berger).

AAVMC Committee Report
Kevin Mahaney reported that the AVAP Executive Committee will work to develop an
advancement component for the AAVMC leadership development program.
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New Business (continued):
AVAP on Facebook
Andrea Farmer presented opportunities to share information and materials via Facebook in the What’s On Your Mind section.

	2010-2011 Webinars
Mary Berger, VP, reported that meeting via webinars would afford additional opportunities for AVAP members to think and act collectively on topics of interest.  She reported that there is usually one flat fee assessed for such activity.

Conference Survey
Mary Berger will be sending a survey for membership feedback on this year’s conference program, round table sessions, and facilities and also solicit ideas for topics and speakers for the 2011 St. Louis conference.

AVAP Membership Directories
Claire Eldridge provided a current membership disc to those colleges in attendance.  Claire
will update the directory, based on meeting input, and place it on the AVAP web site one more time before handing over the directory responsibilities to the next AVAP secretary.
